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Abstract

This study employed a descriptive
gualitative approach aimed at obtaining a
comprehensive and in depth understanding of the
implementation  process of the Active,
Innovative, Creative, Enjoyable, and Islamic
(PAIKEMI) learning model in improving
students learning achievement in Islamic
Religious  Education at Muhammadiyah
Boarding School Enrekang Islamic Junior High
School.
